Instructions for organiser:


Set out a grid with 4x4 squares. (Could be made larger or smaller depending on group) Place numbered training cones randomly inside the grid, this will leave one spare square. Read the brief. Allow 25 minutes maximum for this exercise.

Briefing:


Your team is trapped in a bunker with only one possible route of escape. There is a locked door on the other side of the room. To open the lock you must place the numbered cones in the following order
