Test instructions

1. Do not turn this sheet over until the class leader tells you to do so.

2. Write your name in the upper right hand corner of this paper.

3. Circle the word ‘name’ in instruction two.

4. Draw five small squares in the upper left hand corner of this paper.

5. Put an ‘x’ in each of the squares mentioned in instruction four.

6. Put a circle around each square.

7. Sign your name at the bottom of this sheet.

8. After the title write ‘yes, yes, yes’.

9. Put a circle around instructions seven and eight.

10. Put an ‘x’ in the lower left hand corner of this page.

11. Draw a triangle around the ‘x’ you have just drawn.

12. On the back of this page multiply 70 by 30.

13. Draw a circle around the word ‘paper’ in instruction four.

14. Loudly call out your name when you get to this point in the test.

15. If you think you have carefully followed the instructions for this test, call out: ‘’I have carefully followed the instructions”.

16. On the reverse side of this paper add 170 to 278.

17. Put a circle around the answer to instruction 16.

18. Count out in your normal speaking voice from 1 to 10.
