Radio Procedures

Equipment Required:

Clue Sheets in plastic folders. (I used questions with four answers, lettered a, b, c, d etc. answer the question, use the corresponding letter)

String to attach clues to trees.

Duck Tape for attaching to the cadets backs.

Personnel List

2/3 teams of cadets. (Can be used for as many teams as you make up clues for)

Instructions for organiser:


Set out the equipment for the team, attaching clues to trees (the wider the area the longer the exercise will run) and compile a map showing the cadets where the clues are. Or, you could be nasty and let them find them on their own, guess which I did?  Attach strips of tape to the cadets’ backs. Read the brief. 

Briefing:


Your team has become stranded after a failed mission and must radio for help. Unfortunately you are unaware of the emergency code word for evacuation, due to the fact you were sleeping during the brief!!! The letters that make up this code word have been placed in clues scattered around the area. You must locate your team’s clues, solve the questions and rearrange them to make the code word, which is in the form of an RAF service aircraft. There is an enemy team that is in the same position as yours; therefore you must call for help (By using the radio) before they do to prevent capture. Stealth is recommended as the other team is also armed. If they manage to remove your strip of tape you are dead and must make your way to the pick up point. The same is also true for the enemy team. (You can decide what to do if the team find the other teams’ clues, are they able to destroy/steal them or do they leave them alone, this is a moral dilemma!)
