INSTRUCTIONS FOR ORGANISER:

Mark out 3 bases separated by the barriers. Place all 6 palettes stacked on top of each other at base1. Number the palettes with a black marker pen, 1 to 6 from the bottom. Mark the 3 bases as follows:

Base A – Enemy, Base B – Neutral, Base C – Home.

Brief


You have ten minutes from the end of this briefing. The enemy has developed biological weapons, codenamed Exterminator, capable of destroying all life within a 1200-mile radius. This weapon is obviously a threat to Britain’s survival and must be neutralised at all costs. Your team has been sent deep within the enemy’s base on a mission to find and return to base with one of these missiles .You must transport the weapon, which consists of six parts, from base A to base C, where our scientists will use the weapon to develop an antidote to the gas it produces. Due to the computerised security system on board, you can only move the missile part by part. If you attempt to move more than one part at a time you will activate the security system, which will detonate explosive devices destroying both you and the weapon. Another limitation is that the parts must stay in a certain order, you can only place a smaller numbered part on top of a larger numbered part, For example, part 1 can be placed on part 3, but part 4 cannot be placed on part 2. Electric barriers that will electrocute and kill anyone who touches them, by hand or with a part of the missile, separate the bases. Good luck, the fate of the nation depends on your success.

MODEL SOLUTION:


There are many different combinations that can be used to transport the missile parts.
POINTS TO WATCH FOR:


No one touches the barrier; if they do they are removed from the scenario. Parts are moved one at a time. Parts are placed down in the correct order.
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
