Radioactive Slime Crossing
Exercise Location:

Exercise Duration:

Personnel List: One Team of cadets.

Equipment Required:

Pallets
Tyres

Tennis balls

2 buckets

Rope to mark out area

Instructions for organiser:

Set out the pallets at fixed distances. Place the tennis balls randomly within the marked out area. Place tyres on one side of area.
Briefing:

Situation: Your team has been taken captured and abandoned on one side of a river of radioactive slime by enemy forces. On the opposite side is a jeep.
Mission: Your team must make it safely to the other side to escape. The jeep on the other side is powered by fuel balls which are floating within the slime; you must collect 5 balls to power the jeep with, in order to make your escape. Unfortunately the fuel balls have been contaminated and must be “cleaned” by placing them in one of the two buckets before you can safely use them. The dose of exposed radiation will reach lethal levels in 25 minutes time from the end of this brief.
Execution: The entire team must make it across the radioactive slime. The radioactive slime will take anyone who touches it back to the starting point. The tyres can be placed on the radioactive slime for 4 minutes at a time, before they must be lifted to reduce contamination.
