Hockey sticks

Pile of Junk

Bucket
Instructions for organiser:

Set out an obstacle course using the pile of junk and place a bucket at the end of the course. Each cadet gets a hockey stick and the balls are placed randomly within the course. The bigger the area used and the more obstacles the better.
Briefing:

Situation: Your team has become trapped within an enemy base nuclear reactor which, rather unfortunately has been sealed due to an escape of radioactive waste. Your team has 25 minutes from the end of this brief before they are exposed to a lethal dose of radiation.
Mission: To switch off the safety systems and free yourselves from the reactor base.
Execution: The safety systems will only switch off once they detect that the nuclear waste has been deposited back into the safe containers. Your team is safe only within the area in which they are standing, so they cannot move but may turn around, choosing one pivot foot that cannot be moved from that spot. The balls can only come into contact with the inside edge of the hockey sticks. If they are touched by anything else, the person responsible for that will become blind. The balls must have been passed on by each team member before it enters the safe container. No person may have more then one ball at a time. If individual waste balls touch each other outside of the reactor, the person will become blind.
