WINTER SURVIVAL

A brief rationale is provided for the ranking of the items. These brief explanations obviously do not explain all the potential uses for the specified items, but rather their primary use.

1. Cigarette Lighter

Can be used with other materials to make a fire

2. Newspaper

Can be used for fire

3. Extra sets of clothes

Used to trap body heat, keeping survivors warm

4. Family sized mars bar

Used for energy

5. Flashlight with batteries

Used for night navigation

6. Can of lard

Can be used to make a candle

7. 30ft of rope

Can be used for climbing and tying survivors together

8. Ball of steel wool

Could be used to make sparks for a fire

9. Loaded 45 caliber pistol

Can be used to signal attention

10. Knife

Used to cut rope or wood

11. Compress kit with 28ft of 2” gauze

Can be used on the injured, or as clothing or on the fire.

12. Two ski poles

Could be used to make a stretcher

13. Quart of 85 proof whisky

Will dehydrate drinker, could be used to start a fire

14. Sectional air map made of plastic

Only real use is shelter, map of airspace is useless on the ground

15. Compass

Only useful if you know where you are and where you are going
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
