Compress kit (with 28ft of 2” gauze)

Can of lard

Ball of steel wool

Quart of 85 proof whisky

Cigarette lighter

Extra set of clothes for each survivor

Loaded 45 caliber pistol

Flashlight with batteries

One newspaper per person

30 feet of rope

Compass

Sectional air map made of plastic

Two ski poles

Knife

Family sized mars bar.
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
