Introduce yourself and get quick intro from students








Air Commodore JA Chamier father of air cadet movement. Son of a major-general joined army as an officer, learned to fly when loaned to Royal Flying Corps during WW1. Transferred to RAF in 1919 retired 1929 aged 50. He became Secretary-General of the Air League to promote aviation. 





He knew that in WW1 insufficiently trained men died in the air and knew that air power would be important in the forthcoming war so he came up with the idea of starting an aviation cadet corps.


 


In 1938 Air Commodore Chamier set up the Air Defence Cadet Corps (ADCC).  This was to attract and train young men who were interested in aviation. He set up squadrons of young cadets in as many towns and cities as possible asking local people to organize and run them.

Sqns would arrange visits to RAF and Fleet Air Arm for flying but as so few flights were available so gliding was introduced. By 1943 there was a special ATC Flight of 10 aircraft Oxfords and Dominies for cadets air experience flights. By 1944 the ATC Flight was replaced with 14 Avro Anson aircraft. Cadets were also allowed to fly in RAF aircraft on service flights and introduced Overseas Flights.





With the end of WW2 the role of the ATC in peacetime changed. In 1945  the ATC became part of the Reserve Command becoming part of the RAF with serving RAF officers at its head.





In 1947 a new Royal Warrant. (read from ACP 31 1 a b c page 31.1.1-6)





Gliding took off during the war and by 1946 the Crops had 350 Kirby Cadet gliders with 50 waiting delivery and 115 on order between 84 Elementary Gliding Schools, located at RAF stations. Learnt as pulled along in series of bigger hops. In 1948 2 seaters introduced to learn whilst flying and in 1949 flying scholarship introduced to train 250 cadets per year to the standard of Private Pilot licence.





By 1957 Corps had 50 Chipmunk aircraft in 13 flights call Air Experience Flights at existing University Air Squadrons. In 96/97 12 AEF fully integrated in UAS’s with the GROB 115E(Tutor) in 1999.





1956 7 sqn’s pioneered new DofE scheme opened to all sqns in 1960.





5th February 1962 on 21st anniversary Atc presented with its own banner, which is only used on special occasions.

Young men eager to help the nation prepare for war joined in their thousands. The cadets asked to pay 3d per week subs equivalent to 63p today. Many had to buy their own uniforms, which cost 72p in 1939 equivalent to £40 in 1999. The first 50 sqns entitled to put F after their squadron numbers as they were Founder Squadrons. 





The aim of the Sqns was to prepare cadets to join the RAF and taught them a Service and aviation background as well as drill, discipline, how to wear the uniform and how to behave on RAF stations. Training included personal physical fitness, especially cross country running, along with shooting, camping and flying. 





During WW2 many of the staff were called up, buildings were commandeered and cadets went to work on RAF stations, cadets carrying messaged and helping with clerical duties, handling aircraft and moving stores and equipment. The government had such good reports of the quality of cadets entering the RAF and Fleet Air Arm that it asked the ADCC to train young men waiting to join the service. By the end of 1940 the government realised the value of the ADCC and agreed to take over its control. Many changes were made and the Air Training Corps was established on 5/2/41with King George VI as Air Commodore in Chief.





A spectacular response meant in the 1st month old ADCC doubled to more than 400 Sqns. In 12 months 8 times as big. New ATC badge published in 1941 , falcon on crest as qualities good cadet should have, vision, strength and courage. Motto VENTURE ADVENTURE devised by  Air Commodore Chamier.





 ATC Ensign must be treated with dignity and respect at all times. 





New ATC introduced a compulsory PT test (read list from acp31 1 pages 31.1.1-4 & 5) not now compulsory but can be aimed for.

Royal Warrant changed in 1967to say the aims of the Corps shall be:


a. To promote and encourage among young people a practical interest in


aviation and the Royal Air Force.


b. To provide training which will be useful both in the Services and in civilian


life.


c. To foster the spirit of adventure, and to develop the qualities of leadership


and good citizenship.





Self-Launching Glider were introduced in to service in 1977. The SLG has an engine and propeller but when airborne it is turned off and acts as a glider.





In 1974 Air Commodore Chamier died aged 91





In 1980 girls were allowed to join. By the end of


March 1999, there were 8682 girl cadets in the Corps.





In 1982 new gilders the 2 seater AS K21 (Vanguard) -, the single seater AS W19 (Valiant) - and the Janus C - made from glass reinforced plastic(GRP). In 1984, a further 100 tandem seater gliders, the GRP Grob 103 (Viking) were also ntroduced It was not until 1989 that a


new motorised Self-Launching Glider, the GRP Grob with the name Vigilant.





Over the years the ATC has grown to be perhaps the largest gliding


organisation in the world and has taught many thousands of cadets to fly. On  31 January 1991ATC 50th Anniversary year the Air League Challenge Cup awarded to the Corps in recognition of the outstanding contribution made to British aviation over the past 50 years.


ATC changed considerably from those early days of training for entry into the RAF but it is still aimed at capturing the imagination and enthusiasm for aviation amongst our young people. The Corps will, through its range of many activities, continue to produce a setting for our youth to show its finest qualities.
